Effective July 1, 2009, tuition for this age group is $680.00 per month ($165.00 per week). The
yearly supply fee is $60.00.

Effective
July 1, 2009, tuition for this age group is $640.00 per month ($155.00 per week). The yearly
supply fee is $75.00.

Starting dates for new children are determined by the Center and are not guaranteed. Applicants
to the Programs will be notified of their acceptance on a space availability basis. When
contacted for an opening, you have 48 hours to respond to the offer. After that time period,
the opening will be given to the next suitable applicant.

There is a discount for ETSU employees. This discount is determined each July 1 and is based on
the number of families who participate and the family’s total yearly income.

A one-time, non-refundable application fee of $25.00 must accompany this application.

On the first Thursday of each month at 9 a.m., a Prospective Family Orientation is offered to
those who are interested.
